Having spent the last 20 years fishing every part of the
Jersey Shore, Capt. Scott Newhall has learned a thing
or two. With all those years on the water, primarily
targeting fluke, one is almost guaranteed to learn
something from Scott. His ability to put clients on fish
consistently speaks to his expertise. Join him as he
shares proven tips to help make your outings for fluke
more productive.

A popular species on the offshore grounds every
summer, mahi (aka dolphin and dorado) can also be
found along the midrange and inshore waters where
savvy captains are loading up around the pots, markers
and buoys. Gear up for some offshore excitement close
to port this season with a seasoned Jersey Shore charter
captain.

Since 2019, a revolutionary study by Gray FishTag
Research and The Fisherman has deployed mini
satellite tags on post-spawn striped bass off the Atlantic
Coast. The tags record salinity, depth, temperature, and
location before detaching from the fish after a pre-

set intervals. The findings from those tags have been
eye opening and may someday disrupt the dogma of
migratory striper beliefs.
